and the third a little over 4 feet square.
On each side of the sunken area is an on-
grade section surfaced with the same
pavers as in the covered section.
MAINTENANCE AREA

The staft’s work area is concealed behind
a concrete wall (see photograph ahove)
formed by staggered sections. The back
side of the wall has wooden cabinets that
house long garden tools and other equip-
ment and supplies used by the gardeners.
Directly opposite the tool storage wall is
a 24-foot-long, 3-foot-wide work bench
with tilt-out bins for storing potting ma-
terials; there are additional spaces for
flats and pots, and a stainless steel sink.

GARDEN WORK CENTER

AS A CLASSROOM

The garden work center will be used for
gardening classes (open to the public)
scheduled each fall and spring by the
Strybing Arboretum Society in coopera-
tion with the arboretum staff. Other
classes are for in-service training of San
Francisco school teachers participating in
educational programs offered by the Stry-
bing Arboretum Society in cosponsorship
with the San Francisco School Depart-
ment, and for training of gardeners em-
ployed by the San Francisco Park and
Recreation Department. The new garden
will also be used for flower shows.

The garden work center was designed by
the landscape architectural firm of Splen-
da and Yamamoto under the supervision
of landscape architect Edward Williams
(of Eckbo, Dean, Austin and Williams)
who is supervising landscape architect
for the Demonstration Home Gardens.
As with the earlier demonstration gar-
dens in Strybing Arboretum, funds for
basic construction of the garden work
center were provided by The Fairs and
Exposition Division, Department of Fi-
nance, State of California. The Strybing
Arboretum Society supplemented state
payments for needed materials. Sunset
paid for design costs. There were generous
donations of redwood lumber, fiberglass,
and door locks.

The Strybing Arboretum - Sunset Maga-
zine Demonstration Home Gardens are to
the right of the main entrance to Stry-
bing Arboretum on Golden Gate Park’s
South Drive. (For historical background
and information on the earlier demonstra-
tion gardens you might look up New idea-
gardens you can visit in San Francisco’s
Golden Gate Park, on page 74 of the Sep-
tember 1965 Sunset.)

The arboretum and demonstration gar-
dens are open from 8:30 aar. to 4:30 par.
on weekdays; from 10 aar. to 5 par
Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays. There
